Due to the curfews and Covid19 lockdown activity interruption the Alanouwaly Guinea group 
has decided to put their energy into growing more food around the centre and various 
borrowed land. They continue to keep goats and have now acquired chicken again.

2 Goats at the Centre had triplets 
and 2 had quadruplets!  

20 - 25 kids were born last year and 
selling some of them brings the 

centre a small income

The centre is now home to around 16 
chicken and the flock is growing 

steadily! They are growing 
groundnuts around the centre and on 

borrowed land above the centre.
